“The Holy War”

1. Enrollment is the process through which you, the parent, are saying, “I want my
child to be a part of the youth ministry of the Bible Baptist Church. I under-
stand that it is my responsibility to raise my child in the nurture and admonition
of the Lord and I desire to use the youth ministry as a tool in helping me effec-
tively meet my God given responsibility. I further understand that because the
spiritual training of my child is my responsibility, there are things that I need to
do to help foster and encourage the spiritual growth and well-being of my child.
I realize that having the youth ministry as a tool and using the youth ministry as
a tool are not the same thing.”

a. As a Parent I will endeavor to encourage my child spiritually by:

1) Ensuring that he/she has a daily quiet time with God,

2) Listening and helping with scripture memory,

3) Checking the weekly at home Bible studies,

4) Helping study and prepare for the weekly quizzes.

b. As a Parent I will endeavor to assist the Bible Baptist Church and its youth
ministry by:

1) Making sure that my child brings his/her Bible and Student Manual to
each youth meeting.

2) Sitting with my child in the service when I can to make sure that he/she is
participating in the service by singing with the hymns and taking sermon
notes and to ensure that he/she is not talking, passing notes, sleeping or
being a distraction to others during the worship service.

3) Making sure that my child is in compliance with all youth behavior, dress
and appearance policies.

2. Enrollment is the process through which you, a youth, are saying, “It is my
desire to be a part of and participate in the youth ministry of the Bible Baptist
Church. I understand that I am responsible for my spiritual growth and person-
al walk with God and that the youth ministry is a tool that I can use to help me
grow in the Lord. I understand that the primary purpose of the youth ministry
is spiritual in nature and that I must do my part if I am to enjoy the benefits of
its ministry.”

a. As a Youth I will endeavor to grow spiritually by:



1) Having a daily quiet time with God,

2) Memorizing Scripture on a regular basis,

3) Completing the weekly at home Bible studies,

4) Studying and preparing for the weekly quizzes.

b. As a Youth I will endeavor to assist the Bible Baptist Church and its youth

ministry by:

1) Making sure that I have my Bible and Student Manual for each youth
meeting.

2) Following along in my Bible and Student Manual during the weekly les-
son.

3) Sitting with my parents in the service when I can and participating in the
service by singing with the hymns and taking sermon notes.

4) Making sure that my behavior, dress and appearance is in accordance with
the policies of the youth ministry.

3. We further understand the following:
a. Benefits of Enrollment:
1) Receive a student manual and devotional,
2) Participate in the local individual and team proteen scoring competition,
3) Eligible for proteen awards to be awarded at the annual proteen banquet,
4) Eligible to serve in the ministries of the Bible Baptist Church provided
that the requirements for that ministry are met. This includes working in
Children’s church for PCW’s,
5) Eligible to participate in proteen activities including but not limited to the
snow camp, summer camp, retreat, missions trip or college trip,
6) Eligible to serve as a Junior Counselor for Master Club activities including
but not limited to summer camp, winter weekends and sleepovers.
b. Responsibilities of Enrollment:
1) Agreement to abide by the policies of the Bible Baptist Church and its
youth ministry,
2) Agreement to be faithful in doing daily devotions, at home Bible studies,
sermon outlines and scripture memory,
3) Recognition that failure to maintain responsibilities will result in a loss of
benefits.
